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Present Status of Psychiatric Consultation in Kawasaki Hospital

A survey of problems concerning psychiatric consultation was carried out by
giving questionaires to 288 nurses working in our hospital. The majority of
nurses appreciated the necessity for psychiatry or a knowledge of psychiatric
nursing care in a general hospital. However, resistance to “ psychiatry” or
psychiatric consultation, and fear for psychiatric patients were found. More
than 75% of the nurses had experienced cases, excluding patients actually
receiving consultation, for which they had desired psychiatric consultation. The
reasons they hoped for psychiatric consultation were given in the following
order: anxiety or a depressive state, abnormal behavior, psychotic symptoms
and/or a past history of them, request for psychotherapeutic approach, and
suicidal attempts. The problems of the therapist-patient relationship were very
seldom considered. Among ward nurses, 38.2% hoped for more advice. The
attitude of nurses toward psychiatric consultation varied with their post and with
their age. At present, consultation-liaison (C-L) psychiatry is not yet fully
understood by nurses. However, it was suggested that interest in and expecta-

tions for the development of C-L work were increasing, Problems that might
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be encountered with further development of C-L psychiatric services in our
hospital were discussed.
